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Lee surrendered
9 April 1965

Johnston asked for an
armistice on 14 April
1865 and surrendered
on the 26th.

The Army of Tennessee was broken
up following its retreat from Nashville.
Stewart’s Corps and the Cavalry went
to the Department of Alabama and
Mississippi; Lee’s and Cheatham’s corps
were sent east to oppose Sherman in
the Carolinas.
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
